Enrichment Storyboards
If you were to make a movie of your book, you would need to create a storyboard in order to see all of the details one frame at a time.  For your project you will be creating a partial storyboard for your book.  Please follow the guidelines below; this is how you will be graded. 

· Your storyboard will have 6 frames. (6 pts.) 
· Each frame will be in black and white.  However, you may use the medium of your choice; pencils, charcoal, etc. (6 pts.) 
· Each frame should depict a major scene, character or object from the book. (12 pts.) 
· Each frame needs to be well thought out, with sufficient effort for the time allowed. (I’m not judging your artistic ability.  Rather, I will be grading you on your depiction of the scene/object and your effort in the drawing.  I am looking to see how you are able to apply the important characters/events from the book to your storyboard.) (30 pts.)
· Each scene will have a full 6th grade paragraph underneath it describing the scene, or the importance of the object in the book.  These paragraphs need to be typed, and in a large enough font that they fit with the size of the pictures. (30 pts.)

· You will need a title on your storyboard.  It should be on the front of your poster. (6 pts.) 
· The overall neatness of your poster is important to the presentation of your project.  Please take the time to cut, paste, and arrange neatly; this includes your title. (10 pts.)
