Essay

1. This essay may be typed in 12pt font or may be handwritten in cursive.   The minimum length of this essay is 5 well thought out paragraphs.  

2. Create an explanation about your constellation and give vivid and specific details. Be sure to tell the story behind it.  Some prompts to help you start your essay follow below.  

· What does the constellation symbolize or represent?  What is the name of it?  Why is this constellation important?  Might other people refer to this constellation differently than you? (Remember the Big Dipper was referred to as a wagon!) Why did you choose this constellation name and pattern?  

3.  Be sure to include an introduction and conclusion in your essay.  Be creative!

4. We will utilize class time today, Friday, Monday, and Tuesday.  Be sure to bring your shoe boxes and creative ideas to class!  

Constellation Shoebox
