5. Shamble – a scene or condition of disorder or destruction; walk or go awkwardly (noun & verb)

6. Zeal – a feeling of great enthusiasm or devotion to a goal (noun)

7. Abound – very numerous (adj.)

8. Prototype – an early or original example upon which later examples are based (noun)

9. Fetch – go after & bring back; get as in a price (verb)
10. Parapet – a low wall or railing (noun)
