1. Myriad – an extremely large number (adj.)

2. Caucus – a meeting of the members of a political party to make decisions(noun)
3. Mode – a way or method of doing something; type, manner, fashion (noun)
4. Catapult – slingshot; project forward (noun & verb)

5. Muster – collect or gather; the act of inspection or critical examination (verb & noun)

6. Alienate – make hostile; cause to feel unwelcome or estranged (verb)

7. Curtail – truncate or abridge; lesson, usually by cutting away from (verb)

8. Beget – give birth to; create (verb)
9. Aspire – something one hopes to achieve; goal (verb)
10. Proficient – skillful; to be very good at something (adj.)
